Step 1

Attach one Clip (Figure A) to each end of the longest piece of frame per screen.  You will only use two clips per screen and they go on one of the longest pieces.  The rounded part of the clip should rest on the top of the frame.

Step 2

Insert one End Cap (Figure B) into each end of the white frame.  You will use four End Caps per screen.
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Step 3

Attach the top piece of frame (the one with the Clips on it) to the two side frames (usually the two shorter pieces of frame) (Figure C).  Then attach the bottom longer piece to the end frames.  Now you should have a square/rectangle shaped frame with the Clips on top.  (Figure D)

Step 4

The hardest part is putting the screen into the frame.  We recommend you leave ½” to ¾” of slack in the screen on the inside of the frame,  to prevent bowing or warping.  This slack will be adjusted when you add the spline to the screen frame.

Lay the screen over the frame leaving approx. ½” to 3” of excess past the groove and the ½” to ¾” slack inside.  (Figure E)
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Lay screen spline over the grooves on top of the screen and roll the spline into the grooves on all four sides by using the wheel. This will cause the screen to tighten all reduce the excess slack.  (Figure F)
