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Over the last 10 years I have made 6 trips to
Africa and spent almost 150 days hunting there.
In all this time I have never seen fit to change
my outfitter. As many of you know, I am quite
competitive and can be very demanding.
However, I have never found Harry Claassens
Safaris to be wanting.

every time despite temptation or pressure. He is truly as
honest as the day is long and fearless in the face of
danger. I have been in tight spots with
him following up dangerous animals
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when we were both so scared our hair was standing straight up and great beads of
sweat were dripping from our faces. I have personally faced wounded elephant,
buffalo, rhino, leopard and lion with him and never have seen him flinch or take
a backward step. Harry is one man you can count on to stay by your side and
shoot straight in the unlikely event of a charge.

•  Terrific Trophies — You can count on terrific trophies and the hunt of
your lifetime when you hunt with Harry. Why? Harry does his homework.
Every single year in the off season Harry travels the country checking the condition
of game on current properties he hunts and scouting for new ones. When you arrive
for your hunt no detail will be “left up in the air”. Harry will already know which
property holds the game you’re looking for and where they hang out! I guarantee all
you will have to do is hit what you’re shooting at to go home satisfied.

•  Reasonable Prices — Harry’s not the cheapest outfitter in Africa, however, he knows
full well that many of his clients work hard for their money and may have saved up for years
to afford a hunt. That’s why he keeps his prices as reasonable as possible. I wouldn’t
continue to hunt with him or sing his praises if I thought he was a price gouger or didn’t
deliver more that your moneys worth. Go ahead and give him a call. I think you’ll be
surprised at the tailor made hunt he can arrange within your budget.
