Financial Genome™ is a powerful knowledge-based Excel add-in for high-level business financial 
analysis and planning, incorporating Modernsoft’s patented FinGen  technology. You can develop fully 
integrated sets of financial statements (including Income, Balance Sheet, Cash Flow, Ratios, and 
more) in historical and pro forma forecast mode.  You can also do free-form analysis of selected 
financial information at any level of detail desired. 

The built-in Financial Dictionary contains over 350 linked financial terms and concepts and eleven 
customizable financial statements.  Using the Financial Dictionary Browser, you simply insert selected 
terms, groups of terms, or whole financial statements, on your worksheet.  Data access and retrieval is 
automatically performed once you have mapped your own database terms to the Dictionary’s terms 
with the intuitive GenomeLink process (not available in Educational Version).   

During your analysis a separate Input Sheet is created, as Financial Genome knows which inputs are 
required for deriving calculated values.   You can choose to input values directly on this input sheet or 
on any financial analysis statement you create.  

You can forecast using the built-in forecast drivers (ratio-driven) or directly input your assumptions, 
and Financial Genome will identify the resulting funding requirements.  

Financial Genome’s financial knowledge structure ensures internal consistency, avoidance of 
spreadsheet errors, convenient data access, ready project setup, and true analytical and formatting 
flexibility.

Click tool button to BROWSE DICTIONARY. Find term by STATEMENTor SECTION.

EXPLAIN TERM: Indicates whether term is a 
statement, section, input or calculated term; 
shows formula and definition.

! Each term contains numerous properties.  Seclect term and click on individual property to view 
"value",  including formulas and definitions.

             

or SEARCH for individual term alphabetically.



II. Design Statements - Inserting Terms, Sections and Statements Using Financial Dictionary Browser

To insert an entire STATEMENT,  click on any blank 
cell in first column and hit ENTER to activate Financial 
Dictionary Browser .  Insert statement and a new 
statement sheet will automatically be created.
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!   Whenever you add terms to a statement or select a built-in 
financial statement, Genome displays the message "UPDATE 
REQUIRED" in red text at the top of the statement.  The 
UPDATE  tool  button performs this update operation.   Click the 
Update tool  button and Genome will automatically search your 
database file  for the required input data, place the data on the 
Input Sheet, display the updated results on your statement, and 
remove the update message.

      

Click on UPDATE tool button to automatically access 
database inputs and update all inputs and calculated 
values on all sheets.

!   All inputs required in a project analysis are automatically 
listed alphabetically on the Input Sheet.  The Input Sheet is an 
Excel worksheet inserted into your project that is always 
accessible.  This work sheet has the name "INPUT" on the 
Excel work sheet name tab in the lower corner of the Excel 
screen.  Data accessed from an Excel database file and written 
to the Input Sheet is displayed in blue on the Input Sheet.  
Genome does not modify the external data file that you access 
for your data -- Genome only reads data from the external file. 

!  INPUT SHEET automatically created.

!   You can also add statements using the Control Panel (click 
on Control Panel sheet at lower left or select "smiley" tool 
button).

Click on any blank cell in first column and hit ENTER to 
activate Financial Dictionary Browser .  Select any 
term, section or statement and double-click or click on 
Insert Term to enter on statement.

       

      

! Use "Alias", "Duplicate" and "Itemize" tools to 
customize individual terms.  Only INPUT TERMS can
be duplicated or itemized.



III. Input Data Values

      

!   There are several methods for entering data values 
for inputs.  Since all sheets are dynamically linked, all 
data entries automatically update all affected values on 
all sheets.  You should enter and complete all "actual" 
(historic) data for the Income Statement, Balance Sheet
and Cash Flow statement before entering 
FORECASTING mode.

!   All data values have a color scheme:
>  Blue           = Database value
>  Green        = User input (no database entry)
>  Magenta    = User input (overrides database value)
>  Black        =  Calculated

ACCESSING DATABASE VALUES METHOD: 
Whenvever Update Required, click on UPDATE tool 
button to automatically access database input values and 
update all inputs and calculated values on all sheets.  
Values from database are shown in blue.

DIRECT ENTRY METHOD:
You can input values or override database values 
directly on any sheet.  Any user input overriding a 
database value will be shown in a magenta color.

INPUT SHEET ENTRY METHOD:
You can input values or override database values 
directly on the INPUT SHEET.  Click on INPUT sheet 
tab to open.  All inputs are listed alphabetically.

      

      

USING "VIEW INPUTS" TOOL BUTTON METHOD:
View Inputs has a very powerful additional function--it 
can temporarily display and highlight all input terms in a 
statement that affect a calculated term (see Toolbar 
help ).  Position cursor on any calculated term and click 
on View Inputs tool.  
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Click on Hide/Unhighlight Inputs of 
Selected Term or Restore Entire 
Statement to restore statement to its 
original state.  

!  Restoring database value: If you 
override a database value, you can restore 
the original database value.   Simply select 
cell and hit the BACKSPACE key.

       

! If you choose NOT to "Use Database" during the 
SETUP process,  you can create a database from the 
INPUT SHEET while in the project mode by clicking 
on the DATA toolbutton, and selecting "Create 
Database From Input Sheet."  You can now connect 
this database to the project.

! Once a project is opened, access the CONTROL PANEL by clicking on the 
"smiley" tool button or sheet tab in order to add statements, change database, or 
modify time periods.

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!   Whenever you add terms to a statement or select a built-in 
financial statement, Genome displays the message "UPDATE 
REQUIRED" in red text at the top of the statement.  The UPDATE 
tool  button performs this update operation.   Click the Update tool
button and Genome will automatically search your database file  
for the required input data, place the data on the Input Sheet, 
display the updated results on your statement, and remove the 
update message.

! You use "Link to Database" when you are not running a project, to map your 
database to the Financial Genome dictionary. This will also enable Genome's 
automatic duplication and alias capabilities.  See "GenomeLink ."  This feature is 
NOT available in the Educational Version.

!   View Inputs has a very powerful additional function--it can temporarily 
display and highlight all input  terms in a statement that affect a calculated  term:

>  Select any calculated  term, and click on the View Inputs tool bar button.
> The Display Rows dialog will open with a new section on the bottom of the 
dialog labeled "Input terms."
>  Click on the command button entitled "Display Inputs of Selected Term."
>  Genome will find and display, with yellow highlighting, all of the predecessor 
input  terms that are associated and affect the selected calculated term.
>  Click "OK" to return to your statement with these predecessor Input  terms 
unhidden, grouped together and highlighted in yellow.  Perform an "Update" to 
see the data values associated with these highlighted terms.
>  You can change the data values of these highlighted input  terms by typing 
new values directly into the appropriate cells on the statement.
>  Click "View Inputs" again and select either "Hide/Unhighlight Inputs of 
Selected Term" or "Restore Entire Statement" button and your statement will 
be restored to its original state.
