Tritium-illuminated red dot Armson OEG

introduced. Similar to the original single-

point used in the 1970 Son Tay raid in

Vietnam, but with more robust features and

a variety of mounting systems for popular

rifles and shotguns. 

The first tritium-illuminated gunsight 

legally available for sale in stores - exempt -

licensed by the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory

Commission (NRC).

The first tritium-reticle riflescopes available

to the general public. The first U.S. NRC-

exempt licensed tritium-illuminated iron

sights for handguns available in stores.

Introduction of the Advanced Combat

Optical Gunsight (ACOG), a roof prism

internally-adjustable compact scope. It was

included in the U.S. Army Advanced

Combat Rifle program.
