Battery handling: Razor Batteries

Do nat lift the batteries by the conmecior wires, or they will break off. Do mol let the battery terminals touch each other during
replacament.

Disposal requirements:

Proper disposal requires that you take your dead battery to a federal- or state-approved lead-acid battery recycler. The batteries
supplied in your Razor product are sealed lead-acid type batteries and therefore are unsuitable for regular frash disposal
receplacies. Search online or check with a local retailer that selis automotive batteries aboul recommendations for a facility closest
to you.

Battery “memory.” (Recharging battery after each use or lelling battery die completely):

The sealed lead acid-lype batlery that i used in Razor eleciic vehicles is similar 1o the type of batleries used in automobiles,
includmg hybeid cars. This type of battery does nol have a “memony” thal reguires full discharge bafore recharging. We recom-
mend you recharge the battery when the throtile light indicates it is low and after each use. (This throftle light feature is on all
models excapt the E100M125). If you let the battery completely die before recharging, it may reach a slage wherne it can no longer
accept a charge. To purchase a new battery, just visit us onling at www. razorama. com.

Helpful Himt: Frequent “stops and stants™ will drain a battery more quickly than sustained, long-=term use.

Charging battery:

Your battery should be completely charged when the charger light turns a solid green after a full eight hours of charging. If your
charger shows a solid green light after charging for a shorler period of time, your battery may not be fully charged. Conlinue charg-
ing for the full & hours.

Healpful Hint: Recommended battery maintenancea: Always remember 1o fum the power switch off and recharge for at least 8
hours after each extended use. When the vehicla is not in regular use, recharge the battery at least once a month until normal
use is rasumed. If you have laft the power switch on or your product has not bean charged for a bong panod of ime, the
battery may reach a stage at which it will no longer hold a charge.

Storage to ensure long battery life:

Always tumn the power switch off and recharge for at least B hours afier each use. Your charger indicates a full charge if the green
light i= solid after charging for a full ekght hours. YWhen the vehicle is not in regular use, rechange the batiery al leasi once a month
until mormial use is resumed. I you have left the power switch on or your product has not been charged for a long period of time,
the battery may reach a stage at which it will no longer hold a charge. Even with proper care, a rechargeable battery does not last
forever. Average baltery Iife depends on use and conditions.

Helpful Hint: We do not recommend storing your Razor product in extremely cold conditions, 3toring in temperatures below
20 Fahrenheit diminishes runtime and battery capacity, DO NOT ALLOW TO FREEZE. DO NOT STORE BELOW 322,

Owvearcharging:

Razor-supplied chargers are dasigned to avoid over-changing a battery. We racommend that you always unplug a charger after the
unit is fully charged to avoid the possibilty of unanticipated circumstances such as an unexpected power surge from a lightning
strike (or other power line anomaly) patentially causing damage. Only use Razor-supplied chargers.

Power status (on or off) when charging:

Your Razor electric product will charge, regardless of whather the power button is on or off. Howewver, we recommend turning the
power switch to off while changing o prevent accidentaluninientional activation of the throttle and o avoid the possibility of
unanticipated circumstances such as an unexpected power surge form a lightning strike {or other power line anomaly) potantially
causing damage. Always um the power switch to "off” and recharge for at least elght hours after each use.

Concerns regarding battery:
All Razor electric products contain non-spillable, sealed lead-acid batteries. In the unkkely event that you suspect fluid is leaking
from your battery, please follow precautions below and then contact us as soon as possible.

Warning: Battery acid can cause blindness or severe bums, Contact physician mmediately if you have been exposed (o
battery acid.

Internal exposure: take mik, whites of eggs and water. Do nol induce vomiting.
External exposurne: Flush immediately for 15 minutes if acid gets in eyes or on skin.
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
