The SinuPulse® Elite may need to be primed when the device is new
or if left idle for an extended period. Simply allow 30=45 seconds once
turned on for water to begin running through the unit, In the event
water is still not pumping through the unit be sure tank is securely
mounted and that the white valve in the bottom of the tank is free of
any residue and seated properly.

Yes, as the solution enters the |ower sinus cavities the cilia are activated
maving the solution out, Itis not unusual to experence drainage up to 20
minutes or more after irigation,

Can irrigation help prevent allergy symptoms?

Persons with seasonal allergies routinely use daily irrigation to remove
pollen and allergy facters from the surface of the nose,
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Should | irrigate without symptoms or once my nose is clear?

It is not necessary to continue irfgation without symptams. However, for
persons who catch common colds easily and are routinely exposed to the
comman cold virus in the workplace or when traveling can benefit by daily
irfigation to reduce the incidence of cold infection.

Should | irrigate with a blocked or stuffy nose?

MO, irrigation is not advisable when the nose is completaly blocked, |n
instances of severe congestion some persons find the use of an inhaler
helpful to open the nose which allows the saline solution to flow freely
when irrigafing.

Should | use warm or cool water to irrigate?

Most prefer lukewarm or room temperature water, Cool water can help
shrink the membranes and can be used but can cause temperature
sensitivity, NEVER USE HOT WATER.

Can | use Sea Salt to make a saline solution?

Mo, Sea salt is high in mineral content and may even contain fish
excrament, The high mineral composition wil confribute to excessive
calcification and salt deposits resulfting in premature wear, The use of sea
