These pre-game tasks are optional and the omission of them does 
not alter the mystery in any way.  
 
COCKTAIL HOUR / ROUND ONE:  Deliver these clues as your guests arrive. 
 
DINNER HOUR / ROUND TWO: Deliver these clues while you serve dinner to your guests. 
 
DESSERT, COFFEE AND THE BIG REVEAL/ SOLUTION ROUND THREE: Deliver these clues with coffee and 
dessert.

Professional actors are great for mysteries but do not worry because you do not 
have to be a good actor – or an actor at all – to play a murder mystery!  The only 
quality that you need to possess is the ability to have a blast!   
 

The mystery party is separated into 3 rounds.  During the party, you will be 
handed an envelope that contains clues for each round.  The clues provide

From this point forward, you are to remain in character until the mystery is 
solved.  If you are playing ‘a green alien from Mars’ – then that is who you are 
until the end!  Your host has cast you into a character that fits within your 
personality.  There are some characters designed to be more reserved and some 
characters should be played more boisterous. Feel free to play your role 
however you feel comfortable.  Feel free to embellish your character’s 
personality if you would like. However, if you are feeling more reserved tonight, 
you can opt to allow the other characters to approach you or you can simply 
listen in on others’ conversations to get your information.  Not everyone needs 
to or should have the spotlight! So…go and have a blast!

ROUND TWO – DINNER HOUR 

Host Instructions:  
In the nearest bathroom, place the following items under the sink - the victim sign (page 33) and non-toxic 
white face powder / face paint (host supplied) under the sink. Victim shirts and white face paint are both 
available on the mymysteryparty.com website for a reasonable price.  The victim t-shirts can also be placed 
here for the victim to wear and it doubles as a cool party souvenir for the victim.  If there is not a cabinet under 
the sink, place it in any location that can be concealed within that bathroom. The murder victim will be 
instructed in their clue for this round to look for it if there is not a cabinet under the sink. 
 
Pair your guests into teams of 2-3. Facilitate the ‘Party Movie Challenge’ (page 23) game while you serve 
dinner (optional). 
 
After about 10 minutes, take up the ‘Party Movie Challenge’ Sheets from your guests and score them using the 
Answer Key (page 23).  
 
Pass out the envelopes for Round Two to the guests and encourage them over the next thirty minutes to 
mingle while implementing their 'pre-murder' clues for Round Two.

Facts:  This early thirties pop star fronts the band with a name resembling a stuffed toy kitty.  Also, one of 
this group’s music videos featured ‘Snoop Dog.’  
Who it is:  Nicole Scherzinger from the ‘Pussycat Dolls.’ 
CLUES TO REVEAL DURING THIS ROUND 
During this round, mingle with the other guests to discuss the following with whomever you choose:  

• Ask Shakey if she heard about Danger’s latest ploy to get your husband’s attention. Tell her that she created the 
Richard Nice Fan Club and is announcing it whenever she gets camera time after her extreme sporting events.  
Tell her that you always knew she had a crush on him, but it is getting out of hand.   

• Ask Morticia Vampman if she heard about the rumor of you being involved in a drive-by shooting of another rap 
artist, ‘Lemonade.’  Tell her it is not true at all and you’re going to find out who did it.  

• Ask Danger Jackson why she is on a campaign to get your husband’s attention? 
PERSONAL INFORMATION (You can conceal these clues from the other guests) 

1 Remember that you are playing the sweet & innocent girl next door – be perky and optimistic!  You are also an 
upcoming rap artist who just released her first album so be sure to make up raps about anything around you and 
perform for whoever is willing to watch! Have fun with it! 

1 You have been friends with Danger since you two were babies in the same daycare!  You probably would not 
have put her on your invite list if you had known about her latest stunt – making a Richard Nice Fan Club.  Your 
husband Richard Nice is a television commercial producer – he doesn’t have a celebrity status and you think 
that is just a move to get his attention.  Maybe she is getting desperate and does not care that he’s your 
husband.  Watch her closely. 

1 You find it hysterical that your cousin, Ima Richer, thinks that you care about her father, your uncle, winning 
millions on a horse race when you two were kids.  You don’t care and have never cared and you actually feel 
sorry for them because they are all a family of compulsive gamblers! 

During the mystery, your character must be honest and not make up any potentially mystery-altering clues in 
addition to those provided to you. You do not, however, have to share any clues that you collect with the other 
guests.

Nice Fan Club. Tell her if she doesn’t do both, you see horrible things in her future.  
1 Tell Bee Tifale that her blackmail check is late and you’d hate to leak anything about her latest liposuction 

procedure to the Pageant system.  
POST-MURDER: 

1 You remember seeing Elly Missie make the victim a drink earlier.  
1 You would expect the host of the party’s prints to be on the glass.  
1 You know that Morticia Vampman was nowhere near the victim’s glass all night.  

PERSONAL INFORMATION: (This information can be concealed from the other guests.)   
1 You overheard Danger Jackson and Ima Richer talking in a coffee shop about how Danger would throw her next street 

luge race at the summer X-games.  You took advantage of the situation and recorded the conversation and then 
blackmailed both of them.   You blackmailed Danger to not throw the race and that is why Ima Richer lost her money – she 
bet that Danger would lose and she didn’t.  Then, you blackmailed Ima Richer that you would go public with what she 
attempted to do and so you took the rest of Ima’s fortune.  

1 You are also blackmailing Bee Tifale.  You told her that you would go public with the fact that nothing about her is real – 
her teeth were crowned by the cosmetic dentist Dr. Pearl E. White, her boobs aren’t real, her tan is fake, her hair has 
extensions and is colored, she wears colored contacts, she gets acrylic nails put on her finger and toe nails, she gets 
bimonthly chemical peels and microdermabrasion on her face, she gets Botox and Restylane injections in her face and 
she takes diet pills to stay in shape.   If this information got out, it might harm her chances at her next pageant….she’s not 
too natural of a beauty!
