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Once the victim enters the room, read the sign on his/her chest to the group. Pair the guests into investigative 
teams - but different combinations than the last challenge. (Pairing of guests is optional, but it adds a layer of 
collaboration to the mystery as not all guests are given the same clues or may have collected the same clues.) 
Encourage the paired teams to implement their 'post-murder reveal clues' and share truthful information and 
opinions that they have gathered. This part of the investigation should take about 15 minutes. 
 
Put the forensic analysis results (page 52) in a sealed envelope.  Reveal the results of the forensic analysis 
report it towards the end of this round after the guests are nearly through with their investigation and are 
almost ready to submit their guesses of whodunit.  You want to allow them to have time to sort through their 
collected clues before giving them the results of the forensic analysis.

SKITTLES– ROUND 2 - During this round, a murder will occur. 
PRE-MURDER: 

1 Tell Jingles Knightly that you overheard that Constance Kleenhare also has a crush on Richard, your fiancé.  Tell 
her that you are tired of these women thinking that Richard might leave you for them.  Tell Jingles that these girls 
are supposed to be your friends and you don’t understand it! 

1 Tell Krista Bawl to go and tell both Constance and Hurda that she doesn’t see Richard Nice anywhere in their 
futures.
