Patterns for each bead pet are provided on
pages 3 and 4. Each pattern will specify the
length. of cord to use. Use the ruler on

page 1 to measure out the cord, then with
adult supervision, cut the cord to the
required length. Tightly roll a small piece
of tape around each end of the cord to
prevent it from fraying.

Fold the prepared piece of cord
in half. Bring the folded end of
the cord through a split key
ring. Bring the ends of the cord
through the loop formed at the
folded end. Pull tightly to
secure the cord to the key ring.
There should now be 2 equal
strands hanging off the ring.
