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What You Do:

Draw the shape of a star on a sheet of art board or heavy 
construction paper.  Use the shape on the next page as a 
template.
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Use colored pencils, crayons, or markers to color the star 
however you would like - a solid color or several colors.
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Use a scissors to cut out your star shape. pet
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Lay a piece of corrugated cardboard on a table, then lay 
your star shape on top the cardboard.  The cardboard will 
protect your table and act as a cushion when punching.
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Use a punch tool or sharp nail to punch holes in your star 
shape.  Be creative!  Punch straight lines, circles, or 
swirls.
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When you are done punching, thread a length of fishing 
line or string through one of the holes and hang your sun 
catcher in a bright sunny window!
