Jersey Bins are water-
proof bags that come in two sizes, 95x175mm 
and 120x175mm. The smallest is big enough for 

an i-phone, key, money and cash card. I tested them out 
in heavy rain and found their zip lock kept my phone 
perfectly dry. Many people use zip lock sandwich bags, 
but how many of us re-use them? Not many I'll bet.

The Jersey Bins will last for ages, being made from 
a heavy duty plastic. You can also order batches with 
your club details on them. Available for the time being 
only online, the small size is approximately $10 and the 
large, $12.

But you'd be 
incorrect. For a start, action wipes are larger, thicker 
and reusable. Shove one in your bike kit and you'll be 
able to wipe the road grime off your hands if you get a 
"at. This is particularly important for those of us who 
use white bar tape. Action Wipes can also be used to 
give your face and neck a freshen up on a hot day. They 
come in boxes of 25 or can be purchased singly from 
bike stores

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�I erfas have recently increased their range of lights. Shown 
from left to right, the TL-200 tail light ($29.95), has two 
.5 watt LEDs with 80 hours of run time. The SL-800 

($34.95), has two white LEDs with three modes, high, low and 
"ashing. Run time is approximately 35 hours. The TL-411 ( 
$19.95), tail light has four LEDs with all the usual "ash modes. 
It also comes with a backpack mount as well as the standard 
seatpost version. The SL-3 headlight ($38.95), is similar to the 
SL-800 except it has three LEDs and a 10 hour run time, while 
on the extreme right, the SL-ONE ($44.95), has a one watt 
LED which lasts up to 35 hours.  

The small lights at the front, the TL-5 and SL-5, are designed 
as an emergency lights to be sold as bulk add on items to vari-
ous bike stores. You may !nd these as an added extra on a new 
bike or available at the counter for a small price.
