Allow your child 1o take cwnership and to create o
Hotebook that is uniguely HIS.

*Maoteboocks - The best ones (in my cpnion) are the ones with o space in the cover,
where you coan add your cwn arbawcrk behing the clear cover.

*Scizsors — You will want regular scizsors as well as fancy scissors for cutfing out clip arf,
trimming fhe edge: of paper:, and other activities.

*Pens and pencils - Make sure you have nice pens and colored or fancy pencils
avdilakble to encourage ther uze.

*Slue — Glue sticks, as well as nbkber cement. [You may choose to include faps also)

*ificker - Scrapoocking stickers are great for nofebocks! We alzo like to use the Xyron
Jticker Maker to create cur ocwn sfickers! Anciher favorite of ours are the sficker letters
to create titles.

*Stampers — If you enjoy sfamping, these can be lot:s of fun in notebooks. Be sure to buy
washakle ink.._or you MAY be somyll

*CEp Arf — You can get greaf clip art from the internet, ana most is free to use, it is uzed for
educational purposes at home!
