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Glove Glossary and Sizing

Glove material:

· Leather – Protects against abrasion and cuts. Breathable, economical.

Types of Leather:

Cowhide – Availability and durability make this a common choice.

Pigskin – Dries soft, economical.

Deerskin – Dries soft with high flexibility

· Nitrile – Synthetic rubber with high abrasion, cut, and chemical resistance.

· Neoprene – Synthetic rubber with high chemical and heat resistance.

· PVC – Offers low hazard chemical resistance for economical choice.

· Latex – Natural product that offers chemical resistance at economical price.

· Polyurethane – Synthetic material, very flexible, provides abrasion and chemical resistance.

· Kevlar – Man made fiber that resists cuts and heat.

· Dyneema – Synthetic fiber with high heat, cut resistance.

· Wool – Natural fiber, great for insulation.

· Cotton – Natural fiber that provides economical choice for abrasion resistance or insulation.

Sizing:

Measure around the knuckles and palm excluding your thumb. The measurement in inches is your size.
Standard sizes are:    XXS(6), XS(7),  S(8),  M(9),  L(10),  XL (11),  XXL (12),  XXXL(13)
