PUBLIC WORK SESSION

April 12, 2010
- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Reino, Mr. Box, Mr. Natitus, Mrs. Moyer, and Mr. Solinsky.
Also present were Township Manager, Kathleen Sebastian; Police Sergeant, Michael Moravec and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

Mr. Reino called the meeting to order.


Mr. Reino called for public comments on non-agenda items.  

Mr. George Elias, 325 Meadowcrest Dr., questioned how the results of the survey for the O.C.D. Grant finished and asked if the Township would be receiving any funds and if so what the projects entailed.  Ms. Sebastian informed Mr. Elias that the results met the requirements for funds to be granted, and the planned project is for additional piping for the water run-off coming from Dug Road onto Terrace Ave.  Mr. Elias inquired if any additional piping can be done on Dug Road for preventing the excess water run-off onto Meadowcrest Dr.  Mr. Box informed Mr. Elias that Dug Road is a State Road and therefore PennDOT maintains and completes all piping projects done on such roads.  The Board informed the Township Manager to write a letter to our State Representatives for consideration of crossover piping along Dug Rd.    

There being no further public comments, Mr. Reino moved onto the business at hand.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the approval of the Budgeted donation of $1,000 to the Dallas Sr. High School Graduation Lock-in.  Mrs. Karen Williams, representing the Dallas High School Lock-In Committee, thanked the Township for all the previous donations and hopes for them to continue for such a good cause.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.         

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the FEMA Flood Map.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    
The Township Manager opened a discussion on authorizing the Township Solicitor to draft an ordinance on the operation of wind energy facilities.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that the Planning Commission recommended this Ordinance to be drafted.  Mr. Reino requested, if possible, the Township Solicitor draft the Ordinance to be included in the Small Windmill Ordinance.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Public Hearing on Ordinance 2010-2 repealing Ordinance 2008-6 Fee Schedule of Kingston Township.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Public Hearing on Ordinance 2010-3 amending the term of office for Zoning Hearing Board Members.  Ms. Sebastian explained that a Zoning Hearing Board Member’s term will be changed from 3 years to 5 years.   The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting. 

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Public Hearing on Ordinance 2010-4 amending the Kingston Township Police Pension Plan to comply with Act 600 of 1956, as amended by Act 51 or 2009, Killed in Service Death Benefits for Police Officers.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on rejecting Asset Smoothing as an option to lower Kingston Township’s general fund pension obligation in 2011.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that the Township will be contributing a large amount of funds to the Police Pension Plan in 2011 and recommended the Police Officers contribute 5% of their income to the Plan to lower the cost to the Township.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the renaming of Church Road (off of SR 309) to W. Church Road as a part of Luzerne County’s 911 Re-Addressing project.  The Board directed the Township Manager to send a courtesy letter to all residents living on Church Road informing them of the renaming of the road.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the the date of Spring Yard Waste Pick up.  The Board set the tentative date for the Spring Yard Waste Pick up for April 19, 2010 through April 23, 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    


The Township Manager opened a discussion on authorizing the Township Manager to advertise for Summer Recreation Counselors (1 Supervisor, 5 Full-time and 3 Part-time Counselors) and set the date for the program as June 21 through August 13, 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  


The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the Back Mountain Reader’s Club for the use of the Herbert Hill Room on the lower level on the last Thursday of each month from 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the PA Department of Labor and Industry, Office of Vocational Rehabilitation for the use of a lower level Meeting Room to meet with clients with disabilities to prepare for employment.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Back Mountain Baseball to use Center Street Park Field from April 1 through July 31, 2010 from 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm contingent upon contributing to the lawn maintenance along with the Kingston Township Raiders Football Organization and the Back Mountain Youth Soccer Association.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Center Street Park Restrooms.  Mr. Fritzges informed the Board that the roof is currently leaking and mentioned that the Kingston Township Ambulance has made complaints due to residents who are utilizing the park walking across East Center Street inquiring to use the Ambulance’s restroom because the park’s bathroom is locked.  Mr. Reino directed the Township Manager to include bathroom renovations in the C2P2 grant application.  The Board agreed the roof needs to be replaced due to the Summer Recreation Camp starting in June.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Dallas Area Municipal Authority on behalf of Misericordia University to be a “Conduit Issuer” in the Universities endeavors to refinance bonds and notes. The request shall not obligate the Township in any way nor make liable for any part of the payment.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
On Supervisor’s comments, Mrs. Moyer questioned the work that needs to be done at the 11 Carverton Rd. building.  The Road Superintendent informed the Board that the concrete located in front of the Bay Doors is deteriorating and will need to be re-poured.  Mr. Reino discussed the Back Mountain Trail Association making a donation to split the cost for the parking lot to be repaved.  Mr. Solinsky requested the Luzerne County Tax Collection Committee send paperwork to each municipality to show the funds were divided and received properly.  Mr. Box questioned when Aqua Pennsylvania will complete the paving in Midway Manor.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that Aqua plans on beginning the pave project in early May.  Mr. Box questioned the maintenance of the detention basin located in the Sleepy Hollow subdivision.  The Board questioned the date that the Emergency Services Tax would have to be voted upon if the Township chose to implement it.         

There being no further comments, meeting was adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
