PUBLIC WORK SESSION

December 7, 2009

- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Box, Mr. Reino, Mr. Solinsky, Mr. Sabol and Mr. Brodhead.  

Also present were Township Manager, Kathleen J. Sebastian; Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer, Bill Eck; and Police Sergeant, Michael Moravec.

Mr. Box called the meeting to order.


The Board of Supervisors announced the public is invited to join our e-mailing list and to view the Township’s website at www.kingstontownship.com for more information on events, ordinances and services.


Mr. Box called for public comments on non-agenda items.  

There being no public comments, the Board moved on to business at hand.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the second reading of Ordinance 2009-10; Adoption of the 2010 Kingston Township Budget.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.         

The Township Manager opened a discussion on second reading of Ordinance 2009-11; Levying of Taxes for 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Public hearing of Ordinance 2009-9; Smoking Ban in Center Street Park.   The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on Resolution 2009-12 regarding Labor and Industry mandated language changes to the Non-Uniform Pension Plan.  The Board directed the Township Manager to seek an explanation for the mandated changes.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on Resolution 2009-11; Acknowledging the Countywide Addressing Ordinance and agreement to cooperate with the Addressing Project.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting. 

The Township Manager opened a discussion to Resolution 2009-13 adopting the Bi-county Hazard Mitigation Plan for the Counties of Lackawanna and Luzerne, PA.  Mr. Solinsky questioned if this Bi-county plan was by choice, or by direction from the State.  The Board directed the Township Manager to seek a further explanation for this Mitigation plan and if the Township’s current Mitigation Plan is acceptable.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion to authorize the Township Manager to apply for various health and safety projects through the Luzerne County Local Share Assessment Fund (gaming grants) and approval for the Anthracite Scenic Trails Association to piggy back on our application and apply for fund for trail improvements also.  Mrs. Judy Rimple, from the Anthracite Scenic Trails Association, explained to the Board that the majority of the work to be completed will be located in Kingston Township and includes renovations to the trail.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Fee Schedule revisions.  Ms. Sebastian explained that it was previously recommended to discuss the Fee Schedule and possibly make revisions but a motion would have to be passed for her to start revising.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.      


The Township Manager opened a discussion to schedule a Public Hearing on Wednesday, January 13, 2010 at 7:30 regarding a Parameter Ordinance for refinancing the 2003 Bond Issue.  Mr. Solinsky explained that this allows the Township to act on refinancing the Bond if a certain interest rate is achieved and that no additional money is being borrowed.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  


The Township Manager opened a discussion for a Road Department Commendation.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on a tree removal at 212 N. Main St.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that her and the Road Superintendent inspected the tree, determined that it is diseased and sits on the Township’s Right-of-Way.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   


Mr. Solinsky asked for the Township’s support to be proactive on House Bill 1858, County and Municipal Property Tax Relief Act, and send letters opposing it to our State Officials due to the recent reputation of Luzerne County.

Mr. Box questioned the responsibility to maintain the detention basins throughout the Township.  Mr. Eck explained that each detention basin is different, and can range from the home owner, to a homeowner’s association, to the original developer of the land.  Mr. Box directed the Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer to follow up on the proper maintenance for all basins.  

Mr. Box asked for the Township’s support to write a resolution opposing AQUA’s recent rate increase proposal.    

There being no further comments, meeting was adjourned at 7:55p.m.
