PUBLIC WORK SESSION

December 6, 2010
- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Reino, Mr. Box, Mr. Natitus, Mrs. Moyer and Mr. Solinsky.
Also present were Township Manager, Kathleen Sebastian, Police Chief Jim Balavage, Zoning Officer William Eck and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

Mr. Reino called the meeting to order.

            Mr. Reino announced the Kingston Township Recreation Commission is sponsoring a Holiday House Contest for Kingston Township residents.  Judging will take place December 19th and 20th, 2010. There will be prizes awarded for the four winning houses.  Anyone interested in entering their house or nominating a fellow resident’s home should call the Kingston Township Municipal Office with the name and address of nominees before noon on Friday, December 17, 2010. 


Mr. Reino called for public comments on non-agenda items.  
There being no public comments, Mr. Reino moved onto the business at hand.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the proposed Municipal Facilities Policy.  Mr. Reino expressed he felt the policy would create extra work for the Administration.  Mr. Box explained he felt the rates were unfair and would not allow residents the use of the building.  Mr. Natitus expressed his opinion that it is the Township’s obligation to provide use of the building free of charge.  The Board instructed the Township Manager to remove the fees from the policy and present it at the January meetings.         

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the authorization of AFG Pension Administration to restate the Kingston Township Non-Uniformed Employees Pension Plan to ensure the plan’s compliance with the mandates of the IRS and EGTRRA and in an effort to clarify the plan’s provisions for future audit compliance with the Auditor General’s office.  Mr. Box informed the Board the reasoning of increasing the Township’s 401k contribution for non-uniformed employees to 6% in 1998 due to the reimbursement in the pension aid by the Auditor General.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    
The Township Manager opened a discussion to approve the request of the Kingston Township Raiders to use Center Street Park Field on Monday through Thursday nights from 5:00 pm to 8:00 pm beginning July 11 through November 1, 2011 contingent upon contributing to the lawn maintenance of the field and adhering to the Kingston Township Facility Use Policy upon its adoption.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting. 
The Township Manager opened a discussion to approve the request of Back Mountain Baseball to use Center Street Park Field from April 1 through July 11, 2010 and Friday’s, Saturday’s and Sunday’s from July 15 through July 31, 2010 from 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm contingent upon contributing to the lawn maintenance of the field and adhering to the Kingston Township Facility Use Policy upon its adoption.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion to approve the 2010 budgeted donations to the Back Mountain Memorial Library in the amount of $4,500 and to the S.P.C.A. in the amount of $2,500.  The Board agreed to lower the donation to $500 for the Back Mountain Memorial Library and not donate to the S.P.C.A. due to the lack of service provided to the Township.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion to approve the request of the Kingston Township Raiders to store their storage trailer at the Public Works building.  The Board agreed due to liability issues, the Raiders cannot store the trailer on Township Property.  No action was scheduled.
On Supervisor’s comments, Mr. Box recommended adding an agenda item to the Regular Supervisors Meeting authorizing the Township Manager to order a new marked Police Car pending the insurance claim settlement.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  Mr. Box recommended not accepting the first offer from the insurance company.  Mr. Box questioned the status of tax collection reimbursement by the County and recommended filing a complaint with the County for failing to comply within the time frame for a Right-To-Know request.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  Mr. Box questioned the status of Police Accreditation.  Chief Balavage informed the Board that all officers have been educated and a mock assessment will be planned for early 2011.  Mr. Reino made a name correction in the November 4, 2010 meeting minutes and requested an executive session be held following the December 8, 2010 Regular Supervisor’s minutes.                                          

There being no further comments, meeting was adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
