MANAGER MATTERS


Ms. Sebastian read a letter from the Kingston Township Raiders thanking the Township for the use of the East Center Street Park to conduct practice during the 2010 season.


Ms. Sebastian informed the Board the East Center Street Bridge Project let date is set for March 3, 2011, contract awarding will take approximately two months, with a construction date of May 2, 2011 and completion by November 2011.

BILLS PAYABLE #2 – December 6, 2010

The Bills Payable #2 was approved for payment on a motion by Mr. Natitus, seconded by Mr. Box.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, abstain; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, one abstain, motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS


On a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board authorized AFG Pension Administration to restate the Kingston Township Non-Uniformed Employees Pension Plan to ensure the plan’s compliance with the mandates of the IRS and EGTRRA and in an effort to clarify the plan’s provisions for future audit compliance with the Auditor General’s office.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.  


Mr. Reino opened a discussion on the Right to Know request to Luzerne County regarding compensation to Kingston Township for collection of Luzerne County Taxes.  Mr. Reino stated for the record information from Luzerne County was requested by Kingston Township explaining the different compensation for County Tax Collection by Home Rule Tax Collectors and elected Tax Collectors and has not been provided such information in the appropriate time frame.  On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mrs. Moyer, the Board directed the Township Manager and Solicitor to contact Kingston Borough and Wilkes-Barre Township to discuss possible legal action be taken against Luzerne County.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, abstain; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, one abstain, motion carried.    


On a motion by Mr. Natitus, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board authorized the Township Manager to order a new Ford Crown Victoria marked police cruiser pending the insurance adjusters estimate.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

On a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the request of the Kingston Township Raiders to use Center Street Park Field on Monday through Thursday nights from 5:00 pm to 8:00 pm beginning July 11 through November 1, 2011 contingent upon contributing to the lawn maintenance of the field, adhering to the Kingston Township Facility Use policy upon its adoption and coordinating usage with other organizations. On a motion by Mr. Natitus, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the request of Back Mountain Baseball to use Center Street Park Field from April 1 through July 11, 2011 and Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays from July 15 through July 31, 2011 from 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm contingent upon contributing to the lawn maintenance of the field, adhering to the Kingston Township Facility Use Policy upon its adoption and coordinating usage with other organizations.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.
