PUBLIC WORK SESSION

February 8, 2010
- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Reino, Mr. Box, Mr. Solinsky, Mrs. Moyer, and Mr. Natitus.
Also present were Township Manager, Kathleen Sebastian; Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer, Bill Eck; Police Sergeant, Michael Moravec and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

Mr. Reino called the meeting to order.


Mr. Reino called for public comments on non-agenda items.  

Mr. Mike McDermott of 121 Woodbine Rd asked the Board to consider altering the Parking Ordinance to allow residents to park on the street during winter months when it is not snowing.  Mr. Reino explained that the Ordinance was set in place and upheld for all residents to ad head to.  Sgt. Moravec responded that the Police Department is considerate for certain events if residents call ahead to inform the on duty officers of the event.  The Road Superintendent explained that the Ordinance works well due to the unpredictability of the weather therefore the roads are always clear of cars in a time of emergency.
Mrs. Elaine Friedman of 289 Meadowcrest Dr. informed the Board of the ongoing water runoff problem in her yard and the rest of the street and asked if anything can be done to correct it.  Mrs. Friedman stated that she feels it was the Planning Commission’s decision to allow the degree of slope during the home building process on Meadowcrest Dr. and that is one of the major causes of all the water retention.  Mr. Fritzges explained that there is a breach in the swale located behind Mrs. Friedman’s home and runs along Dug Rd.  The breach is backing up the water flow and needs to be attended to.  Mr. Box stated that the water problem has been researched before and found that it is a civil matter and all Township Engineer approved plans were adhered to during the home building process along Meadowcrest Dr.  Mr. Reino apologized to Mrs. Friedman for her situation but explained that the civil matter must be dealt with to correct the breach located in the swale which will in turn correct the water retention in her yard.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the Sleepy Hollow Phase III Preliminary Subdivision Plan with the following conditions; 1. The detention basin on Woodbine Road, Phase I needs to be cleaned and maintained, all fees paid, and Pending Items #7, 8, 12 and 17 of the Borton-Lawson Comment Letter dated February 2, 2010 be satisfied.  Mr. Bob Brennan, Project Manager for the Lombardo family, explained to the Board the ongoing project time and problems that have now been corrected.  Mr. Brennan explained that the approval is being requested to save more time once the MPDS Permit has been approved and received.  The excavation is pending the MPDS Permit which is expected within two weeks.  Mr. Reino emphasized that an agreement must be reached for the long term maintenance care of all detention basins before a Final Subdivision Plan will be approved.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.         

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Planning Commission’s Recommendation to approve the Penn Star Bank Minor Subdivision, 188 N. Main Street, Shavertown, with waiver of Item #1 of the Borton-Lawson Comment Letter dated January 20, 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the Penn Star Bank Preliminary Land Development pending the following items; 1D, 9, 13, and 16 of Borton-Lawson’s Comment Letter dated January 19, 2010.  Mr. Mark Paradise, engineer representing Penn Star Bank, was on hand to answer all questions.  Mr. Natitus questioned the existing water runoff which is now settling in the gravel parking lot.  Mr. Natitus explained that he felt the water would sit against the curb and create ice patches if an additional catch basin was not installed.  Mr. Fritzges stated that where the current catch basin is installed, the water could bypass the existing basin and pool at the intersection of Franklin St. and North Main St.  Mr. Reino explained his concerns with the possible traffic back up and requested signs be installed at the exits informing drivers to not block the intersection.     Mr. Eck wanted to state for the record that the Preliminary Land Development Plans were submitted to the Planning Commission on February 2, 2010, and passed within 6 days because of the thoroughness in the project and plans.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Paul and Georgine Sedeski to forgive back taxes on property they purchased located at 51 Spring St. in the approximate amount of $150.00.  Mrs. Sedeski explained that they are requesting the forgiveness due to the length of time the home was condemned and also the appraisal amount.  Mrs. Sedeski also stated that the Township Solicitor, Mr. Ben Jones said, “You people (Kingston Township) are going to put up and go the schools way." Mrs. Sedeski informed the Board that Attorney Jones made this comment at the January School Board Meeting in front of “a lot of people” and repeated that he stated, "Don't worry, Kingston Township will go with how the school goes".  Mr. Reino assured Mrs. Sedeski that the decision was never made, nor discussed that the Township would make the same decision as the School District.  Mr. Reino explained that the Township does not want to set a precedent that anyone who buys a condemned home will have back taxes forgiven, unless the home is demolished.  The Board agreed that the original motion made at the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting in October 2009 stands.  No action was scheduled.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Planning Commission’s recommendation to draft an ordinance based on the Small Scale Windmills Ordinance from Jackson Township, Cambria County.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting. 

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the acknowledgement of the panel of healthcare providers as submitted by State Workers’ Insurance Fund and authorize the Township Manager to implement the use of the panel for all future Workman’s Compensation claims.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion to adopt Resolution 2010-3, designating the primary provider of emergency medical service (EMS) and rescue (first due BLS) services and first due EMS responder for emergencies requiring advanced life support (ALS) services for Kingston Township.  Mr. Eck informed the Board that 97% of calls were responded to in December 2009, and 100% in January 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on making changes to the Charter of Kingston Township.  Mr. Reino informed the Board that it may be to the Township’s benefit to research if anything can be done to adopt an ordinance more rapidly.  The current waiting period is 30 days.  Mr. Solinsky stated that he agrees with the current waiting time.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  

The Township Manager opened a discussion on revisions to the fee schedule.  The Township Manager stated that revisions need to be made for the Right-To-Know requests.  The Board also directed the Township Manager to create a model for revisions to the Spring Cleanup Fees and present it at the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.      


The Township Manager opened a discussion on the approval for Borton-Lawson to conduct Bridge Inspections as regulated by PennDOT, cost not to exceed $5,000.  Mr. Box questioned if the Township should have the East Center St. Bridge inspected due to its scheduled new construction.  The Board agreed that all inspections should be completed.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  


The Township Manager opened a discussion on the approval of the March 1, 2010 Debt Service payment due for the 2003 Bond Issue in the amount of $31,361.88.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the attendance by the Civil Service Commission at the 2010 Police Civil Service Training Workshop.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the Back Mountain Police Officer’s Association for the use of a lower level meeting room the 2nd Thursday of each month at 7:00 P.M. excluding the months of July and August.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the Public Utility Commission for the use of the Supervisor’s Meeting room to conduct a Public hearing in regard to the rate hike request of PA Aqua Water Company on Wednesday, February 24, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the Kingston Township Raiders to use the Center Street Pak Field for practice on Monday through Thursday nights from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. beginning July 12 through November 7, 2010 and a lower level Meeting Room to hold their annual registration on Saturday, March 20, 2010 from 9:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  The Board also added that the Raiders must work with Back Mountain Soccer as in years past.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the Leukemia/Lymphoma Society (LLS) for the use of the Supervisors Meeting room to hold a fund raising event on Saturday, February 27. 2010 for approximately 3-4 hours (exact times to be set at a later date).  Mr. Eck questioned the room use for sanitary reasons.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Back Mountain Youth Lacrosse for the use of Center Street Park Field for practice from March 1st through March 31, 2010 on Monday through Thursday from 4:00 p.m. until dusk.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Audrey Simpson for the use of the Supervisor’s Meeting room for an open discussion and information session on Marcellus Shale six different occasions between the dates of February 19 and March 12, 2010.  The Board agreed to grant Mrs. Simpson one day for use pending open room dates and providing an agenda to be reviewed by the Board of Supervisors.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.
On Supervisor’s comments, Mr. Box informed the Police Department of a junk car located on Green Rd.  Mr. Solinsky questioned the status for changing the Planning Commission Member’s terms.  Mr. Reino explained that a member’s term can only be changed by ordinance.  Mr. Reino congratulated the Police Department on fine work during the past two weeks of apprehending suspects for crimes committed within the Township.     

There being no further comments, meeting was adjourned at 9:08 p.m.
