PUBLIC COMMENTS


Mr. Reino called for Public Comments on any non-agenda items.  


Mr. Bill Eck, Trucksville Fire Chief, informed the Board that since January 1, 2010, the Kingston Township Ambulance has had 70 calls at 100% coverage.

NEW BUSINESS


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board approved the amended motion of the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the Sleepy Hollow Phase III Preliminary Subdivision Plan contingent upon; A.) Submission of a long term maintenance agreement for all storm water basins in the project to be reviewed by the Township Solicitor submitted prior to Final Approval. B.) All Engineering Review Fess paid in full.  C.) Satisfy pending items #7, 8, 12 and 17 of Borton-Lawson’s Comment Letter dated February 2, 2010. On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mrs. Moyer, the Board approved the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the Penn Star Bank Preliminary Land Development.  All items in Borton-Lawson’s Comment Letter dated January 20, 2010 have been satisfied.  This approval is contingent upon the addition of another catch basin installed to the Township Engineer’s specifications and to provide appropriate signage warning not to block the intersection. On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Box, the Board authorized the Township Manager to implement the use of the panel of doctors as submitted by State Worker’s Insurance Fund for all future Workman’s Compensation Claims. On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board adopted Resolution 2010-3 designating the primary provider of emergency medical services (EMS) and rescue (first due BLS) services as Trucksville EMS and first due EMS responder for emergencies requiring advanced life support (ALS) services as Northeast Paramedics for Kingston Township. On a motion by Mrs. Moyer, seconded by Mr. Box, the Board authorized the Township Manager and Solicitor to research the procedure to make changes and revisions to the Charter of Kingston Township pertaining to the process of Ordinance adoption. On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board authorized the Township Manager and Solicitor to draft amendments to the Fee Schedule Ordinance. On a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board authorized the Township Manager and the Solicitor to draft an ordinance amending the Administrative Code changing the term of office for the Zoning hearing Board members from serving a three year term to a five year term to be compliant with Section 903(a) of the Municipalities Planning Code. On a motion by Mrs. Box, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the request of the Public Utility Commission for the use of the Supervisor’s Meeting Room to conduct a Public hearing in regard to the rate hike request of PA Aqua Water Company on Wednesday, February 24, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.  Mr. Box encouraged all residents who may be affected by this increase to attend and voice their opinion. On a motion by Mrs. Solinsky, seconded by Mrs. Moyer, the Board approved the request of the Kingston Township Raiders to use Center Street Park Field for practice on Monday through Thursday nights from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. beginning July 12th through November 7, 2010 contingent upon working out a schedule with Back Mountain Youth Soccer and a lower level Meeting Room to conduct the annual registration on Saturday, March 20, 2010 from 9:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.
