- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Reino, Mr. Box, Mr. Solinsky and Mrs. Moyer.  Mr. Natitus was absent.
Also present were Assistant Township Manager, Robert Hivish; Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer, Bill Eck; Police Sergeant, Michael Moravec and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

Mr. Reino called the meeting to order.


The Board of Supervisors announced the Annual Christmas Tree Collection weekdays from 7:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. continuing through Friday, January 15th. Residents are also invited to join our e-mailing list and to view the Township’s website at www.kingstontownship.com for more information on events, ordinances, and services.


Mr. Reino called for public comments on non-agenda items.  

There being no public comments, the Board moved on to business at hand.

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on the Public Hearing on Ordinance 2010-1 Parameters Ordinance for refinancing the 2003 Bond Issue.  Mr. David Payne, Director of Capital Markets for PNC Bank, explained the ordinance was legally advertised and the purpose of the ordinance is to give the Township the ability to move quickly when rates would allow for a savings above the 2% market as directed by the Board.  Mr. Brian Kostelansky of Stevens and Lee also addressed the Board, stating the documents will be available to be signed and filed with the State to all the Board to proceed when the rates become favorable. Mr. Box stated for the record that this is refinancing the original 2003 bond and not borrowing additional money or extending the term.   The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.         

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion regarding the establishment of a gas drilling ordinance, small windmill ordinance and road bonding agreement for Marcellus Shale.  Members of the Kingston Township Planning Commission, Mr. Edward Price, Mr. Jason Rushmer and Mr. Mike Kolesar were present. A lengthy discussion on the impact on the environment, contamination of drinking water, destruction of roads, rights of property owners and the minimal control by municipalities due to the state governing of permits ensued.  The Board suggested more research on the Macellus Shale is needed and legal advice from those experienced in this matter while working together with the gas companies.    
The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on Resolution 2010-1 appointing the Township Manager as the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) of the Police Pension Fund and Non-Uniform Pension Plan.   The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on Resolution 2010-2 exempting Police Officers from contributing to the Police Pension fund for 2009.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on amending a motion made at the Reorganization Meeting appointing Joseph Youngblood to a five (5) year term as the Township’s representative to the Dallas Area Municipal Authority (original motion was for a two (2) year appointment).  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting. 

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion to rescind motion to appoint Shirley Moyer as Township Secretary for 2010 and appoint Frank Natitus as Township Secretary for 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Paul and Georgine Sedeski to forgive back taxes on property they purchased located at 51 Spring Street in the approximate amount of $150.00.  The Board stated that a motion was made and approved at a previous meeting and need not be placed on the agenda.

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion to authorize the Township Manager to bid for road materials or purchase through Co-Stars.  Mr. Fritzges stated the Co-Stars program worked very well last year.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on the purchase or denial of terrorism insurance coverage.  The Board directed the Assistant Manager to inquire how many municipalities are insured by this type of coverage.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.      


The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion authorizing attendance by Township Officials at the Annual Pennsylvania State Association of Township Supervisors (PSATS) Conference in Hershey April 18, 2010 to April 21, 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  


The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion authorizing attendance by the Township Manager at the Annual Public Employer Labor Relations Advisory Service (PELRAS) Training Conference in State College March 17, 2010 to March 19, 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Assistant Township Manager opened a discussion on the presentation of prizes to the winners of the Holiday House Contest.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.
