PUBLIC HEARING – ORDINANCE 2010-1

PUBLIC COMMENTS


Mr. Reino called for Public Comments on any non-agenda items.  


Paul Sedeski, 53 Spring Street stated he had purchase the property at 51 Spring Street, clean the house out with 32 tons of trash and is asking for tax forgiveness on Township taxes.  Mr. Sedeski stated he thought this was to be on the agenda.  Mr. Reino stated it was on the Public Work Session agenda for discussion and since a motion was made and approved at a previous meeting, it was not placed on this evening’s agenda.  Mr. Sedeski stated that if the Township forgave the back taxes, the county and school district would be more likely to mirror the Townships’ decision. Mr. Sedeski presented the Board with a letter from Attorney Jones.  Attorney Jones reviewed the letter and stated no-where in the letter does it say taxes would be forgiven.  Mr. Solinsky stated to do this would set a precedent for all who fix up a home to have tax forgiven.  Mr. Reino stated the Board is standing by its’ previous decision. BILLS PAYABLE #2 – January 11, 2010

The Bills Payable #2 was approved for payment on a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mr. Natitus.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, abstain; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Four ayes, One abstain, zero nays, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board authorized the Township Manager not to exceed $8,500.00 for the repair of the box and sub-frame for the 1994 GMC truck.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Box, the Board approved the second reading of Ordinance 2010-1, Parameter Ordinance for refinancing the 2003 Bond.  On the question, Mr. Box stated this is not increasing the debt or time extension but to save money on the interest when the rates are favorable.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mrs. Moyer, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board approved Resolution 2010-1 appointing the Township Manager as the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) of the Police Pension Fund and Non-Uniform Pension Fund.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mrs. Moyer, the Board approved Resolution 2010-2 exempting Police Officers from contributing to the Police Pension Fund for 2009.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Moyer, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board approved the amended motion made at the Reorganization Meeting appointing Joseph Youngblood from a two (2) year term, to a five (5) year term as the Township’s representative to the Dallas Area Municipal Authority.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Box, the Board rescinded the motion to appoint Shirley Moyer as Township Secretary for 2010 and appointed Frank Natitus as Township Secretary for 2010.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board authorized the Township Manager to purchase road materials through the Co-Stars in 2010.  On the question, Mr. Reino stated going through the Co-Stars enable the Township to pave five (5) miles of Roads. On a motion by Mrs. Moyer, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the Back Mountain Police Association’s request for the use of the lower level meeting room as a location to hold training offered by the Institute for Law Enforcement Education.
