PUBLIC WORK SESSION

March 8, 2010
- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Reino, Mr. Box, Mr. Solinsky, Mrs. Moyer, and Mr. Natitus.
Also present were Township Manager, Kathleen Sebastian; Police Sergeant, Michael Moravec and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

Mr. Reino called the meeting to order.


Mr. Reino called for public comments on non-agenda items.  

There being no public comments, Mr. Reino moved onto the business at hand.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on a resolution authorizing the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to execute documents with Penn DOT regarding the Supplemental Engineering Agreement 048105-A, for the East Center Street Bridge.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that Penn DOT will be reimbursing the escalation costs to Borton-Lawson which the Township had requested in 2008.  Mr. Reino requested a meeting be set up between Kingston Township and Penn DOT to move forward with the Bridge once all requirements have been completed.  Mr. Reino also suggested sending a letter to Dr. Collini requesting resolution with the immanent domain issue.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.         

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Supplemental Engineering Agreement 048105-A for the East Center Street Bridge Project.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    
The Township Manager opened a discussion on Act 51 repealing Act 600 Killed-in-Service death benefit.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Invitation to Bid for 2010 Line Painting.  The Board directed the Township Manager to inquire about available stimulus funds for Line Painting.  Action will be scheduled following Spring Road Inspection.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the replacement of traffic light loop sensors at the intersection of East Center Street and SR 309.  The Board directed to Township Manager to have the work completed.  No action was scheduled. 

The Township Manager opened a discussion to set a date for the Public Hearing on Ordinance 2010-2 amending the Fee Schedule.  The Public Hearing date is tentatively scheduled for April 14, 2010.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion to authorize the Township Manager to apply for grant funding from DCNR’s C2P2 Grant.  Mrs. Moyer suggested possible exercise equipment for the Center Street Park.  Mr. Box suggested the sports clubs which utilize the Center Street Park to write letters which will be included in the grant submission.  Mr. Reino recommended we include renovating the bathrooms located at the park.  Mr. Fritzges mentioned repainting the basketball and tennis courts can also be included.  The Board directed the Township Manager to inquire about matching funds for the grant and also the possible grant application by the Back Mountain Community Partnership to be used by all participating Townships and Boroughs.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the 2010 budget.  Mr. Reino informed the Board of the current Earned Income Tax being affected negatively due to the economy and also to manage all daily expenditures at a minimum.  Mr. Box inquired if the Township sends all new Home Occupancy and Rental occupants’ names to Berkheimer Tax Administrators for proper tax collection.  No action was scheduled.  

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the approval of the 2010 Spring Clean-up rules.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.      


The Township Manager opened a discussion on setting a date for the Spring Road Inspection.  The Board agreed upon the tentative date of May 16, 2010 at 8:30 a.m., pending the availability of the Township Engineer.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.  


The Township Manager opened a discussion on the approval of the March 1, 2010 Debt Service payment due for the 2003 Bond Issue in the amount of $31,361.88.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request for a letter of Congratulation to Tyler Steven Evans on his Eagle Scout Achievement.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the PA Department of Labor and Industry, Office of Vocational Rehabilitation for the use of a lower level Meeting Room to meet with clients with disabilities to prepare for employment.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of the American Red Cross to hold a blood drive in the Herb Hill Room on August 28, 2010 from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the request of Back Mountain Youth Soccer for the use of Center Street Park Field on Friday through Sunday beginning August 1 to November 30, 2010 pending the agreement to work out a time schedule with the Kingston Township Raiders.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.   
On Supervisor’s comments, Mr. Box questioned if the problem with the boilers had been resolved.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that Don Hoffman with R.J. Walker recommended using a Polar Bear System.  Mr. Reino requested a Public Works Department mileage sheet including all repairs for each vehicle.  Mr. Box recommended the possible purchase of a new marked police car to replace old equipment.  The Board directed the Township Manager to inquire about prices for a new marked police car.  Mr. Box also requested a walk-through of the building for the Township Supervisors before a Public Work Session.     

There being no further comments, meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
