ANNOUNCEMENTS

Residents are reminded that the census has an impact on our community procuring much needed funding for local roads, bridges, emergency services, recreation and economic development.


The Kingston Township Board of Supervisors will hold an Executive Session immediately following tonight’s meeting to discuss personnel matters, no official action will be taken.

PUBLIC COMMENTS


Mr. Reino called for Public Comments on any non-agenda items.  


Mr. Richard Harrison, 62 Staub Rd. Shavertown, questioned Mr. Solinsky on his approval for the use of the Supervisor’s Meeting room by the Leukemia Society and on his denial for donations to the Back Mountain Food Pantry.  Mr. Solinsky stated that allowing the room use for the Leukemia Society is not using the Tax Payer’s funds but donating to the food pantry would be.  Mr. Solinsky explained that he encourages residents to donate to the Food Pantry but will leave that decision up to the individual.  Mr. Harrison also questioned where the funds were expended from the Green Road Fund.  Mr. Reino explained that the funds were moved from the Green Road Fund to the Capital Improvement Fund.

MANAGER MATTERS

Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that there is a match of funds for the C2P2 grant, therefore it would be more beneficial for the Township to apply jointly amongst the Back Mountain Community Partnership.

Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that the State will be discontinuing the Ford Crown Victoria as the official police cruiser in 2011.


Ms. Sebastian explained that all new home occupants’ names are passed to the County for tax purposes and then passed to Berkheimer Tax Administrators.  The Board suggested that all rental property occupants’ names must also be passed to the county for proper tax adjusting.

NEW BUSINESS


On a motion by Mr. Natitus, seconded by Mrs. Moyer, the Board approved Resolution 2010-4, approving the supplemental Engineering Agreement 048105-A and authorizing the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to execute documents with PennDOT regarding the Supplemental Engineering Agreement 048105A for the East Center Street Bridge Project. On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mrs. Moyer, the Board authorized the Township Solicitor to draft an Ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 1, of the Administrative Code, Part 12A entitled Kingston Township Police Pension Plan in order to comply with Act 600 of 1956, as amended by Act 51 of 2009 repealing the Killed In Service death benefit and set date for a Public Hearing for Ordinance 2010-4 on April 14, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Box, the Board authorized the Township Solicitor to draft an Ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 27 (Zoning Ordinance) to alter the term of office of the members of the Kingston Township Zoning Hearing Board from three years to five years and set date for Public Hearing for Ordinance 2010-3 on April 14, 2010 at 7:30 pm. On a motion by Mrs. Moyer, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the maintenance on and replacement of traffic light loop sensors at the intersection of East Center Street and S.R. 309.  On roll call: Mr. Reino, aye; Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Natitus, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mrs. Moyer, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Box, seconded by Mr. Natitus, the Board authorized the Township Manager to purchase a 2010 Ford Crown Victoria Police Vehicle through the Co-Stars purchasing program not to exceed $24,000 and all needed accessories not to exceed $4,000.  As budgeted in the 2010 Capital Improvement Budget, and sell car 2B at the Jackson Township Auction on April 17, 2010.  Mr. Box questioned if we had received quotes from E.M. Kovatch and Warnock Fleets since we have done past business with them.  Mr. Fritzges suggested that we may be able to transfer accessories from the car to be sold to the new vehicle.
