PUBLIC WORK SESSION

May 10, 2010
- MINUTES -


The work session meeting convened at 7:00 p.m.  


In attendance were Mr. Reino, Mr. Box, Mr. Natitus, Mrs. Moyer, and Mr. Solinsky.
Also present were Township Manager, Kathleen Sebastian and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

Mr. Reino called the meeting to order.


Mr. Reino announced the Kingston Township Board of Supervisors will hold a Special Meeting Sunday, May 23rd, organizing at the Kingston Township Municipal Building at 8:00 am to conduct the annual Spring Road Inspection.

Mr. Reino called for public comments on non-agenda items.  

Mr. Mark Albrecht, 26 N. Lehigh St, representing the Back Mountain Community Trail, informed the Board of the amount of usage for the trail and how pleased the Association is.  Mr. Albrecht also invited the Board to Association’s meeting with PennDOT on Tuesday, June 8, 2010 at 8:00 am to re-address the crosswalk issue.  A discussion ensued regarding the placement of the crosswalk and the agreement that one needs to be installed in that location.
There being no further public comments, Mr. Reino moved onto the business at hand.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the update of the Luzerne County Tax Collection.  The Township Manager explained that a letter is being submitted to the Luzerne County Commissioners by Walter Griffith on the Township’s behalf stating that we are requesting an explanation of the fees collected for a home rule community tax collector compared to an elected tax official.  Ms. Sebastian mentioned that a resolution was passed in 2001 regarding the amount collected by an elected tax official but failed to include the home rule communities.  The Board directed the Township Manager to be vigilant in her efforts and closely watch this issue during its process.  No action was scheduled.         

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the update of the Bond Refinancing.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that the Township refinanced its bond on May 4, 2010.  The Township will save $34,628.75 for the remainder of 2010, and $38,882.45 over the duration of the bond.  Mr. Reino stated that this refinancing will not take on any additional debt and will not extend the life of the bond.  The Board scheduled an announcement for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.    
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the restoration of yards in Midway Manor.  Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that the restoration process has begun and is expected to be completed by early June.  Paving is tentatively scheduled for the middle of June pending the weather.  Ms. Sebastian explained that very few complaints have been received and the work seems to be up to the residents’ specifications.  No action was scheduled.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the budgeted purchase of an unmarked police vehicle.  The Board discussed the vehicle options and directed the Township Manager to look at the available cars at the co-star dealers in the upcoming months.  No action was scheduled.
The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Back Mountain Memorial Library Association’s request for the use of the Township’s bleachers for their annual Library Auction.   The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting. 

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Kingston Township Raiders Football Association’s request for the use of the William Tippett Meeting Room on Thursday, May 20, 2010 to hold registration.  The Board scheduled action for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

The Township Manager opened a discussion on the Presentation of the check to representatives of the Dallas High School 2010 Lock-in.  The Board scheduled the presentation for the Regular Supervisor’s Meeting.

On Supervisor’s comments, Mrs. Moyer commented on the excellent work on the monthly reports and requested the Zoning Officer’s rental properties be reported in a similar format.  Mr. Box questioned the follow-up on landlords providing the names of the tenants to the Township for tax purposes.  Ms. Sebastian explained that the Administration is in the process of finding a reasonable answer to the process of receiving the names of the tenants.  Mr. Box directed the Township Manager to estimate the available funds for paving in 2010 and prioritize which roads need to be paved.  Mr. Reino directed the Assistant Township Manager to create a monthly report stating the current co-star prices and monthly estimates for overall cost on each paving job and also a running total of the repairs done to the Carverton Road building. Mr. Reino commended the Public Works Department for the repainting of the building.               

There being no further comments, meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
