Ms. Sebastian read a letter from Susan and Jim Schilling thanking Sergeant Moravec for his professionalism in handling a family dispute.


Ms. Sebastian read a letter from the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency thanking Sergeant Moravec and the rest of the Kingston Township Police for filing their reports in 2009 in a timely fashion for the Victims Compensation Assistance Program.


Ms. Sebastian read a letter from Representative Camille “Bud” George thanking Kingston Township for providing the usage of the Supervisors Meeting Room on April 7, 2010 for the hearing on Marcellus Shale drilling.


Ms. Sebastian read a letter from the American Red Cross thanking Kingston Township for providing the usage of the Administration Facility for the past blood drives.


Ms. Sebastian informed the Board that Kingston Township has successfully refinanced the 2003 Bond Issue.  The refinancing will save the Township in excess of $38,000 over the life of the bond.  The refinancing of the bond neither took on any additional debt nor extended the life of the bond.
