PUBLIC HEARING – ORDINANCE 2009-10


Mr. Box called for Public Comments on Ordinance 2009-10; Adoption of the proposed 2010 Kingston Township Budget.  Mr. Box stated there were two meetings held on November 4th and 5th and residents will still have another chance to comment on the Budget in the scheduled December Meetings.  Mr. Richard Harrison, 62 Staub Rd., questioned why the budgeted amount for donations to the S.P.C.A. and Back Mountain Memorial Library rose for 2010.  Ms. Sebastian explained that the budgeted donation in past years was as high as $4,000.  On a motion made by Mr. Brodhead seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Public Hearing moved to adjournment.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING – ORDINANCE 2009-11


Mr. Box called for Public Comments on Ordinance 2009-11; Levying of Taxes for 2010.  Mr. Box stated that the taxes have not changed from 2009.     On a motion made by Mr. Solinsky seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Public Hearing moved to adjournment.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENTS


Mr. Box called for Public Comments on any non-agenda items.  


Brian Lewis, 179 W. Mount Airy Rd., addressed the Board with his concerns about the rock wall on the corner of W. Mount Airy Rd. and Pioneer Ave and questioned if anything will be done.  Mr. Lewis provided photographs of rocks fallen into the roadway which obstructed traffic.  Attorney Jones stated that the Township has the right to remove the wall with proof that it is in dangerous condition.  Road Superintendent, Don Fritzges, explained to the Board that he plans to put a small barrier in front of the yard and slope the dirt to be flush with the barrier.  On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board approved the removal of the wall.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

On a motion made by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board approved the Meeting Minutes from October 12, 2009, and October 14, 2009.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

MANAGER MATTERS

Ms. Sebastian read a letter from the VNA Home Health & Hospice thanking Kingston Township for the recent donation in memory of Kenneth Box.


Ms. Sebastian read a letter from the Shavertown Fire Company thanking Officer Frank Ziegler for his presence and support of their open house on October 10.


Ms. Sebastian announced the appointment of Sergeant Michael Moravec as Acting Chief of Police while Chief Balavage recovers from his surgery.

TREASURER’S REPORT – October 31, 2009


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Sabol, the Board approved the Treasurer’s Report as indicated on the Meeting Agenda. On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

BILLS PAYABLE #1 –November 9, 2009


The Bills Payable #1 was approved for payment on a motion by Mr. Brodhead, seconded by Mr. Solinsky.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.

BILLS PAYABLE #2 – November 9, 2009


The Bills Payable #2 was approved for payment on a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Sabol.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, abstain.  Three ayes, zero nays, one abstain, motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS


Mr. Brian Koscelansky discussed the refinancing of the 2003 Bond Issue with the Board.  Mr. Koscelansky explained the process needed in order to achieve the required savings to refinance the Bond.  On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Brodhead, The Board approved the authorization of the Township Manager to proceed with the Parameters Resolution.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Sabol, the Board approved the contract with Borton-Lawson to provide services not to exceed $61,500 to be paid in installments over the length of the project.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Brodhead, seconded by Mr. Sabol, the Board approved the First Reading of Ordinance 2009-10; Adoption of the 2010 Kingston Township Budget.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Sabol, seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board approved the first reading of Ordinance 2009-11; Levying of Taxes for 2010.   On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Sabol, seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board authorized the Township Manager to advertise for a Public Hearing on December 9, 2009 regarding Ordinance 2009-9; Banning smoking at Center Street Park.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, nay; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Three ayes, one nay, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Sabol, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the request of Anthracite Scenic Trails Association for the Township to write a letter in support of their DCED Grant Application for funds to assist with trail repairs.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board approved the 2009 budgeted purchase of a Durabook Laptop computer for the Zoning Officer not to exceed $2,000; basic zoning program not to exceed $500 and do all things necessary to safeguard the information stored in the computer.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Sabol, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board authorized the replacement of three existing heaters not to exceed $3,000, installation of Pex water lines in the fire hall ceiling, bath and kitchen area not to exceed $1,800 and ductwork cleaning not to exceed $2,750 at the Carverton Road Building.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Solinsky, seconded by Mr. Sabol, the Board approved the request of Borton-Lawson for a twelve month no cost time extension (until December 16, 2010) to complete the plans, specifications and estimate for the Center Street Bridge Project.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Brodhead, seconded by Mr. Solinsky, the Board approved the request of the American Red Cross for the use of the Herb Hill Room to conduct a Blood Drive on Saturday, March 27, 2010.  On roll call: Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Four ayes, zero nays, motion carried.
