- MINUTES -

A special meeting of the Kingston Township Board of Supervisors was held at the Kingston Township Municipal Building, 180 East Center Street, Shavertown, Pennsylvania at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, November 4, 2008.  Roll call showed the following in attendance:

Also present were Township Manager Kathleen Sebastian, Chief of Police James Balavage, and Road Superintendent Donald Fritzges.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING

Mr. Box announced that the meeting had been called for General Business Purposes and as a Public Hearing on the proposed 2010 Township Budget.

ANNOUNCEMENT


The Board of Supervisors announces that the annual Yard Waste/Bagged Leaf Pick Up will be conducted November 9th through November 20th, 2009.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Mr. Box called for Public Comments.  There being none, the Board moved onto other business. 

BUSINESS


On a motion by Mr. Reino and seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board voted to table the transfer of the 2009 budgeted amount of $117,851 from the General Fund to the Capital Improvement Fund until December 2009.  On roll call:  Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Reino aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.


On a motion by Mr. Sabol and seconded by Mr. Brodhead, the Board approved the 2009 budgeted donations to the Back Mountain Memorial Library in the amount of $4,000 and to the S.P.C.A. in the amount of $2,000.  On roll call:  Mr. Box, aye; Mr. Reino aye; Mr. Solinsky, aye; Mr. Sabol, aye; Mr. Brodhead, aye.  Five ayes, zero nays, motion carried.



The Supervisors reviewed the proposed 2009 Budget as submitted by the Township Manager.  The Supervisors and staff performed a line-by-line review of the budget. Several changes were suggested and noted for updating and inclusion.


In reviewing the projected General Fund Revenues, the Board suggested to lower line item 331.12; Violations of Ordinances, Statutes, Etc., to $10,000 due to the inability to achieve 2009’s budgeted amount of $14,000.  Mr. Brodhead suggested to lower line item 362.41; Building Permits, to $40,000 due to the decreasing amount of home building.  The Board conveyed the current figures of Building Permits and agreed that $40,000 is a reasonable amount.  Mr. Solinsky questioned the revenues for Rental Property Inspections for 2010.  Ms. Sebastian explained that rental inspections began late in the year but are expected to increase in the early months of 2010.  The Board agreed that the revenues should be lowered from $15,000 to $7,500 for the rental inspections.  The Board discussed line item 364.300; Spring Cleanup Permit, and agreed that the revenue be lowered to $7,500 and line item 380.000; Miscellaneous Revenue, be raised to $8,500 to reflect Dallas Area Municipal Authorities’ annual contribution for the Spring Cleanup.    


During the General Fund Expenditures review, Mr. Box directed the Township Manager to look into the gas usage at the Township Building to lower the monthly cost.  

ADJOURNMENT


There being no further comments, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
